THE City — May 18, the City Council voted to 
approve layoffs of up to 800 City employees, 
and a furlough program in which many City 
employees would have to take up to 26 unpaid 
furlough days.

The Council had to approve a City budget 
by June 1. At press time, the full number of lay-
offs and furloughs approved was not final, as the 
City was continuing to negotiate with unions.

Union Shop Steward Says
Stop Blaming City Workers

I find it amazing that some residents of L.A.
continue to place the blame for the City’s finan-
cial woes on the unions. Allow me to set the
record straight.

In the latest contract that was negotiated by
the Coalition of City Unions, we bargained in
good faith, fairly, and came away with a contract
that a majority of members found acceptable. If
you look at this five-year contract, and the two
prior three-year contracts, City workers have
averaged a pay increase of 3.1 percent a year,
hardly enough to cause the budget crisis the
City faces today.

If people want to place blame, start at the
top, not the bottom. The coalition has come to
the table with many cost-saving ideas that will
save the City of L.A. millions of dollars, plus
save City workers their jobs.

Here’s One Idea to Raise
Revenues at Hyperion Plant

The City of Los Angeles currently owns two
buildings, C-8 and C-11 within the Hyperion
Treatment Plant adjacent to LAX. There is a
company, Hyperion Power Generation, that is
manufacturing miniature nuclear power plants
the size of a large hot tub and capable of provid-
ing power for 20,000 homes for seven to 10 years
before having to replace the non-weapons-grade

uranium the size of a softball. The units can be
linked in series to provide energy to meet
demands. The power is provided by turning water
to steam, which then turns a steam turbine linked
to a generator. The hot water loop can be used to
provide thermal energy to heat or using a chiller,
chill homes similar to co-generation facilities
used at Sea World Incorporated. Projected cost
of each unit is $25 million. Buy-back time for the
nuclear batteries is as follows: Average cost for
energy per household: $100 per month times
20,000 households equals $2 million per month
revenue per unit. Linking 200 units times $2 mil-
lion per unit equals $4 billion monthly.

The nuclear units can easily fit inside the
two buildings at Hyperion Treatment Plant and
access existing power grid lines without having
to build roads, file environmental impact stud-
ies, etc. Should power be needed to supply high
speed elevated trains (MAGLEVs) these units
would be ideal.

The nuclear fuel once spent can be recycled
to power pacemakers, clocks, vehicles, etc. The
amount of available power could easily be used
to provide energy to desalinate the ocean to pro-
vide a safe, reliable, and dependable source of
fresh water for Southern California as well.

On 10:31 p.m. April 18, nine companies
of Los Angeles Firefighters; three

LAFD Rescue Ambulances; three Arson
Units; one Rehab Unit; one Hazardous
Materials Team; two EMS Battalion
Captains; two Battalion Chief Officer
Command Teams; one Division Chief
Officer Command Team; Transportation
and DWP employees; L.A. County Health;
and a Building and Safety Inspector; under
the direction of Assistant Chief Jeffery S.
Mottram, responded to a greater alarm
structure fire at 9044 N. Woodman Ave. in
Panorama City.

First arriving Firefighters on scene
found heavy smoke coming from the back
of a one-story commercial building. Further
investigation indicated the fire was in the
occupancy in the center of the small, strip-
mall-type complex. As Firefighters vigor-
ously deployed hand lines to gain control of
the fire, the multiple heat holes cut by the
ventilation team spewed fire, indicating the
fire had progressed into the attic. The IC
was prompted to request additional compa-
nies to gain control of the fire. A considera-
tion was made to go defensive with master
streams, but the deployment of additional
2.5-inch hose lines by Firefighters from the
added incoming companies, thwarted the
progress of the fire by blasting out the drop
ceiling and reaching the seat of the attic
fire. Members were alerted that a large por-
tion of the roof was unstable and at 11
p.m., the majority of the roof collapsed.

It took 68 Firefighters 37 minutes to
achieve a knockdown on the fire. There was
one minor injury to a Firefighter, who was
taken to an area hospital. The cause is
under investigation. The estimated loss is
$600,000.

Those
years, Vipers [had] side-exhaust), 400 horse-
power and 430 pound-feet of torque. In
2004 we found a one-owner, ’94 black Viper
with only 8,900 miles. I purchased it from a
retired stuntman out of Calabasas.

On a May evening in Simi Valley, I
took the controls of a car my friend’s

wife hadn’t even had the privilege of driv-
ing. I put the car into third gear, produc-
ing a speed that would knock old ladies
over, definitely not a speed that my low-
ered trucks have ever thought about
reaching. That brand-new 2001 Dodge
Viper I was driving was bright yellow and
looked like it was doing more than 100
mph, even though it was standing still. I
promise I didn’t get close to the 180 mph
mark that the speedometer said it could
reach.

The first Dodge Viper drove off the
line in December 1991 and swept
through the car scene, due mostly to its
gigantic engine. It came equipped with
an aluminum V-10 engine that allowed
the car to reach 1 lateral g in corners. I
don’t know a Prius that can do that!

Matt and Marylou Valentine have a
passion for Dodge Vipers. The genera-
tion-one Viper that they found and fixed
up might also be the most collectable
because of their low production numbers
and the fact they started the whole Viper
name and line. Matt and Marylou finally
found their 1994 Viper RT/10 in
Calabasas in
2004 and bought
it. Matt then
created a list of
what had to be
done to get it up
to par.

B u r g e s s
Auto Body in
Lancaster was
first on the list
to be commis-
sioned in fix-
ing the outer 

beauty of the curvaceous car. The car
was sprayed jet black, and then silver
metallic racing stripes were placed on the
center of the car from bumper to
bumper. After the paint had time to dry
and the buffing pads were clean, the car
was ready for the second step.

Chroming parts on cars has become a
big expense and can make the budget
skyrocket. But they felt it was appropri-
ate to chrome the rims. Originally the
rims came powder coated gray, which I
think many people disagreed with. But
Matt took care of it by hiring an artist to
paint the centerpiece Viper logos, and
Matt replaced all tires with the factory-
recommended rubber.

Having a good-looking car is one
thing, but if it doesn’t run right, then why
even own it? You can only admire it for so
long before wanting to drive it. Matt had
weak head gaskets replaced; the genera-
tion-one Vipers were notorious for this
problem. After getting the motor back
from Michigan, the Viper no longer
leaked oil all over the Valentine’s garage
floor.

The Valentines feel they have found
the ultimate sports car and enjoy driving
it as much as possible. With many miles
of pavement in Southern California, I am
sure they won’t have a problem finding
some on which to lay some rubber down.

Most of us are aware that the Civil War in this nation
was fought from 1861 to 1865 and began at Fort

Sumter, S.C. April 12, 1861. But most do not know that
California played a major role in the War Between the
States.

As we know, California became a state in 1850. In
1859, the California legislature approved the division of
California into two states, Upper and Lower California.

With rumors of war, the decision was never acted upon,
but there was definite social, economic and environmental
differences between Upper and Lower California.

Interestingly enough, Southern California was part of the
free Union, but it had strong Confederate sympathies in the

Democratic Party. This was
due to large numbers of
Southerners migrating to
California. Also, this became
evident when the 1860 presi-
dential election delivered
only 25 percent of the voters
for Abraham Lincoln in
Southern California. Also,
Los Angeles’ only newspaper,
the Los Angeles Star, was
fanatically hostile to
California’s antislavery Sen.
William Broderick, and the
Republican movement repre-
sented an obvious minority.

With the outbreak of the
war, 250 Angelenos went to
fight for the Confederacy.
Among them was future
Mayor Cameron Thom and

Albert Sidney Johnston, who
had been appointed com-
mander of the Western
front and died at the bat-
tle of Shiloh at
Pittsburgh Landing,
Tenn. On the other side,
Capt. Winfield Scott
Hancock went east to
serve the Union forces.

In 1861, the federal War
Department ordered Maj.
James Henry Carlton and
his first Dragoons (mount-
ed infantrymen) from Fort
Tejon to Los Angeles to protect a one-man quartermaster
depot occupied by Capt. Winfield Scott Hancock, chief
quartermaster for the District of Southern California. The
Dragoons settled into a temporary tent encampment just
south of the depot and called it Camp Fitzgerald. Within a
short distance of the encampment were 36 camels that the
Dragoons brought with them.

The camp did not last long and eventually was moved
closer to the harbor. It was about one-half-mile from the
port. The location was named Camp Drum, which exists to
this day. This camp became the new home for the newly
promoted Col. Carlton and the California Column (a long
row of militia and volunteers). They would move in April
1862 to assist in stopping the Confederate invasion of
Arizona and New Mexico territories.

By the time the Column reached the Rio Grande River
in August 1862, the Confederate troops retreated, and a
threat to a California invasion was almost over. Parts of the
California Column were dispersed throughout the
Southwest, continuing to protect the region from further
Confederate attacks.

During that time, Winfield Scott Hancock had become
good friends with Phineas Banning, a prominent Los

n California – and Los Angeles – played a significant role in the War Between the States.

Angeles citizen and Unionist. Both Hancock and Banning
decided there was a need for a strong Union military pres-
ence in the area. So Banning called upon one of his friends,
Don Benito Wilson, second Mayor of Los Angeles and
later, grandfather to Gen. George Patton. Wilson was also
a wealthy rancher and businessman. Both Wilson and
Banning donated a tract of land to the United States gov-
ernment to build permanent facilities for the military.

Banning and Wilson were paid $1 each by the federal
government. After the war was over, the land was returned
to both the men.

These facilities were about a mile from Camp Drum. It
would be called Drum Barracks.* This facility was built
near an adjacent wharf owned by Banning, who had been
promised military shipping contracts to supply military
bases in the Southwest. This arrangement also helped
Banning protect the future San Pedro and Los Angeles area
from having Confederacy attacks.

But during this same time, the
Union forces arrested some
Confederate hotheads, including State
Assemblyman Edward J.C. Kewen, who
was thought to be plotting to take over
the government. In 1863, the
Democratic candidate for governor
defeated the Union candidate. At that
point, California Union volunteers
passed through the San Pedro Channel
to seize Santa Catalina Island from the
Confederate sympathizers, who had
taken over the island.

In the presidential election of 1864,
Lincoln garnered 872 votes in Los
Angeles, while his Democratic oppo-
nent accumulated 593 votes. The town
of Los Angeles was now a Union victo-
ry. The outcome of the war changed the
political focus from Democrat to a
Republican majority, who had the upper
hand for many years to come.

The Drum Barracks
The Drum Barracks Civil War Museum is housed in the

last remaining wooden building of Drum Barracks, named
after Adjutant General Richard Coulter Drum, head of
the Department of the Pacific. The facility served as
the Union Army headquarters Southwest (Southern
California and the Arizona Territory) from 1861 to
1871.

The lumber used to construct the building was
shipped from New York City. It came around the
horn and arrived in late 1862. The facility, being
built with other buildings, was estimated to have
cost $1 million. The facilities were completed in
September 1863. From 1861 through 1865, approxi-
mately 17,000 Californians served in both volunteer reg-
iments in the West and regiments fighting in the East.

After the surrender of the Confederacy at

Appomattox, the Drum Barracks continued to be used in
the Southwest for other military needs, including the Indian
Wars. Army commanders at that time considered this facil-
ity among the best equipped and its militias the best trained
in the U.S. Army. Drum Barracks included the most impor-
tant medical facility in the western United States. The hos-
pital at the camp was recognized as the best-equipped and
-staffed medical facility west of the Mississippi River.

The building housing the current museum served as the
junior officer’s quarters of the camp. In the early 1960s, the
structure was scheduled to be demolished, but due to
efforts by community groups, it was saved and opened as a
museum in 1987. This Civil War Museum can be found in
Wilmington.

The Camels
The camels used by the military in Los Angeles came

from Fort Tejon between 1860 and 1861, and left for
Benicia in Santa Barbara in December 1863. They left
Drum Barracks in February 1862 and went to Fort
Latham in Culver City until they left the following year for
Santa Barbara.

Capt. Cameron Thom
Cameron E. Thom was a southern gentleman

born in Virginia in 1825. He arrived in Los
Angeles in 1854. During the next

decade he returned south to fight for
the Confederacy during the Civil
War and became a captain. Upon
his return to Los Angeles and
prior to becoming mayor, he was
a City Attorney and Police Judge
and sat on the Police
Commission, then called the

Board of Freeholders, to draft the
first home rule charter for the City,

adopted in 1889. He was also the
County District Attorney for four
terms. As mayor, Thom was deter-
mined that City government should
have its own city hall built for such

a purpose. The municipal facility was
built in 1885, where it sat on Second
Street between Spring and Fort (later
Broadway) Streets. But within two
years, that City Hall became inadequate
for all the services rendered by the
municipal government.

Note: Also there are some reports that
claim that there were Civil War troops, and
I suppose tents, stationed on Main Street,
somewhere between Fourth and Sixth
Streets downtown. I was unable to find the
citation. If one of you readers, know where I
can find it, please contact me at hyn-
darudd@att.net. Thank you.

PREPARE FOR 

WILDFIRE SEASON:
The LAFD says that ‘Ready! Set! Go!’ is the

best plan for City residents.
During the past year, the greater Los

Angeles area suffered through three dangerous
wildfires, including the Marek (4,824 acres),
Sayre (11,262 acres) and Sesnon (14,703 acres)
incidents. Fortunately, no lives were lost direct-
ly as a result of those fires.

This year, the potential for a life-threatening
dangerous wildfire is even greater, due to our
ongoing dry season and water shortages. You
need to be ready before the fire, set in case you
need to evacuate, and ready to go when asked.
Be prepared before a fire strikes. To learn about
wildfires, visit us on the web: www.lafd.org/brush

‘Go’ Early and Live
The biggest danger to people who live in

wildland-urban interface (WUI) areas is leaving
too late. People who wait to leave get caught by
fire and are injured or killed. When a wildfire
approaches, you should be ready to go whenever
authorities issue and evacuation order.

Create a ‘Go’ kit to include:
n An old pair of shoes;

n A flashlight and batteries;

n A mobile phone and charger; and

n The six ‘P’s’: people and pets (with ID); phone
numbers; prescriptions and medication; pic-
tures and important documents; personal
computers (and external drives); and ‘plastic’
(credit cards, ATM cards) and some cash.

Get ‘Set’
Get set in case of a wildfire – a prepared

family is a safe family. Here are some tips:

n Create a family disaster plan (and practice!).

n Learn to use a fire extinguisher and keep 
several on-hand in appropriate places.

n Designate emergency meeting areas and an
out of town relative to check in with.

n Assemble an emergency supplies kit as 
recommended by the American Red Cross.

n Plan multiple escape routes.

n Keep a portable radio or TV and track
local news and emergency channels for
information.

n Make sure you know where your gas, water,
and electric shut-off valves are located

With the economy the way it is, many
people are looking carefully at all of

their expenses to save some money.
Insurance costs can be a big portion of
people’s expenses, and it is no surprise
that many people are looking to save
money on their insurance.

It might sound a little self-serving
coming from the guy who makes his liv-
ing selling insurance, but it really is true:
Insurance is not a good area to be penny-
wise and pound-foolish.

Imagine standing in front of the ashes
of your $650,000 home. Do you think
you will at that time appreciate the $140
savings you received by reducing the cov-
erage to $350,000?

No matter how bad the economy
gets, your odds of having a major fire or
being involved in a major car accident are
exactly the same as they have always
been. Don’t sacrifice your future to save
a few dollars today. Be sure that you
budget appropriately so that you can still
provide coverage for your home, your
cars and your life insurance.

There are some things you can do to
save money, though, and I’d like to
review them.

First of all, get a new quote. We
find that we save people who call us an
average of more than $300 a year on their
car insurance. It doesn’t matter what
company you are currently insured with,
we can probably save you some signifi-
cant money. Without sacrificing your cov-
erage or reducing your limits, this is by
far the easiest way to save money. Even if
it’s only $80 every six months – that adds
up to $800 over the next five years!

Secondly, put your home and
your car insurance together with the
same company! Almost every insur-
ance company offers a multiple-policy
discount, and often these are very lucra-
tive. Not only can you get 10 to 20 per-
cent off your homeowners insurance, you
can also get 10 to 20 percent off your car
insurance.

We recently quoted a family with
three teenage kids. They were paying
$4,800 for their car insurance and $900
for their home. The home came in at
$850 – less 10 percent for the multiple-
policy discount for a total of $765. The
big savings actually came on the car
insurance – and they didn’t even move
that policy! They received a 15 percent
savings on their $4,800 policy – or $720
off! Combining the home and car poli-
cies didn’t take much time or effort, but
it reduced their insurance cost from
$5,700 per year to $4,845 – an savings of
$855! They are basically getting their
homeowners coverage free!

Third, raise your deductible! You
aren’t planning on having a claim, are
you? Then why are you concerned about
having a $250 deductible? Too many peo-

ple are stuck in the “old days” when their
parents taught them to have $250/$500
deductibles. Prices have gone up, the size
of claims has gone up, and people’s
incomes have gone up. Your deductible
should go up as well! Imagine again that
you are standing in front of that
$650,000 home reduced to a pile of
ashes. Are you really upset by having to
pay a $1,000 deductible to get your
$650,000 home rebuilt? The same is true
for your car. You spent more than
$30,000 for your car; don’t you think a
$1,000 deductible would be reasonable?
You can usually save up to 10 percent on
your homeowners and car insurance just
by raising your deductibles.

Lastly, review your limits! It’s not
that common, but you actually might be
over-insured. Have your agent review
with you what you are insured for. With
the construction industry in a major slow-
down, the cost of construction has
dropped dramatically, and it costs less to
rebuild. Maybe you can reduce the cover-
age on your house without threatening
your security. Another common mistake
is insuring vehicles for comp and collision
long after they have lost their value. If
you have properly followed my third
piece of advice, and raised your
deductibles to $1,000, then this will
become readily apparent. It obviously
doesn’t make sense to have a $1000
deductible on a seven-year-old minivan
that you can replace for $1,500.
Depending on your income and savings,
you may find that you can afford to drop
comp and collision on any vehicle with a
replacement cost less than $2,500.

We know these are tough times.
Don’t be penny-wise and pound-foolish
and cancel your insurance, but there is no
need to pay more than you need to pay!

State Budget Shortfall
Might Affect Retirees

Legislative Update, Ken Spiker reports:

“It is with sadness that I report
the passing of Ross W. Seton, a very
good friend and coworker. Ross was
the President of the City Service
Truck Owners Association of Los
Angeles. I have known Ross for
more than 50 years. He was always
a nice guy and a lot of fun to be
around. After retirement, he started
a group of retired Supervisors and
Superintendents to meet for lunch
once every month, one group in
downtown Los Angeles, and anoth-
er group at the Coffee Shop at the
City Golf Course in Encino. Ed
Longley, Past Director of Street
Maintenance, and I attended often.

“Ross died on April 18 from a
heart attack. He lived most of his

life at 2225 S. Catalina Street in
L.A., the same house that belonged
to his father. He was born in May
1921, and is survived by Sarah, his
wife of 13 years, and Cindy and
Sandra, daughters by a previous
marriage. I will miss him and I know
that all who knew him will, too.

“By the time you read this, our
annual Retirees Golf Tournament
and Awards Banquet in Alhambra
June 2 will be history. Read about
it next month. Tom Stemnock,
Phil Skarin, Americo Garza and
Bob Okuda do a great job arrang-
ing it every year.

“I hope to see you all at our
Retirees Picnic Aug. 13 at the Grace
E. Simons Lodge in Elysian Park.”

Director
Mary
Beetz
reports:

“The kickback scandal you may
have been reading about involved
the New York Retirement Fund,
not LACERS. The two City
Commissioners who have been
asked for related information are
Fire & Police Retirement Fund
Commissioners, not LACERS.
One LACERS Commissioner has
resigned, but for personal reasons
not related to the New York scandal.

“Commissioner Shelly Smith,
who has served for 15 years as the
active employees elected repre-
sentative, did not run for reelec-
tion. The Board will miss Shelley
as our vice president, but the
retirees will welcome her when she
selects her retirement date.

“The mayor’s proposed budget
is now in the hands of the City
Council. It contains $363,450,045
for the LACERS fund. This
amount is the full required 19.4
percent of the estimated City pay-

roll. All City departments are to
cut their budgets by 10 percent by
one method or another. The City
Council will definitely make some
changes that will affect the final
City payroll and thus the City
contribution to our retirement
and health benefit fund.

“Your RLACEI Board will be
monitoring Council’s and the
mayor’s actions and will take what
ever measurers necessary if our fund
or benefits are adversely affected.

“As your elected Commissioner,
I expected and will urge full pay-
ment to the fund and not partial
payment as attempted last year.

“At the state level, there is turmoil
over the growing deficit in the state
budget and the likelihood of the defeat
of the six measures on the May 19 spe-
cial election ballot proposed by the
Legislature and Governor to help carry
out the budget reforms for 2009-10.
[The budget portion of the measures were

defeated. —Ed.] To begin with, the
February passage of the budget has
already been overshadowed by an esti-
mated $8 billion deficit due to falling
sales, tax, property tax and income tax
receipts. In April, the state received
$1.8 billion less in tax collections, thus
pushing up the deficit to $10 billion in
2009-10. On May 5, the State
Department of Finance proposed
taking $2 billion from local govern-
ment, which is 8 percent of local
government property tax revenues.
The state gave as an example what
the impact would be on the City of
Los Angeles, nearly $68 million.

“If the state measures are defeat-
ed, all government budgets will have
to be drastically revised in May and
June. Meanwhile, the Paul
McCauley initiative to reduce local
pension-plan benefits is circulating
for signatures; its deadline to submit
the minimum number of signatures
of 694,000 is June 22, 2009.

“On April 16, LACERS hosted
a Your Health Matters workshop on
the topic of emotional wellness.
LACERS medical plan carriers
brought experts to lead presenta-
tions on: 
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After Christmas 2007 I felt that it might
be fun for the whole family to take a

cruise during Christmas Week 2008. With
all of the money my family was spending
on presents for each other and the grand-
kids, and the stress of the holidays, every-
one felt that a week’s cruise would be a wel-
come change. The decision was made, and
I began looking for the right ship. There
would be Evelyn and I; son-in-law, JP, and
daughter, Michelle; JP’s parents, Effie and
Pierre; granddaughters, Madeline, Isabelle
and Caroline; and friends from San
Francisco, Mike and Katharine, and their
two boys, Timmy and Alex.

We booked a Norwegian Cruise Lines
seven-day Mexican cruise on the
Norwegian Star, which left from San Pedro
Dec. 20, made three stops in Mexico:
Cabo San Lucas, Mazatlan and Puerto
Vallarta; and returned Dec. 27. 

In last month’s article, we sailed from
San Pedro and spent our first day at sea.
The story continues:

Dec. 22 – Cabo San Lucas
Cabo San Lucas was once a tranquil

fishing village and a hangout for pirates.
Located at the southernmost tip of the
Baja peninsula slightly more than 900
miles from Los Angeles, Cabo has been
blessed with what many describe as the
perfect climate. Average year-round tem-
perature is 78 degrees; it is a little cooler in
the winter and a bit warmer in the summer.

Cabo is still small and charming by any
standards, with a population of fewer than
40,000. And with the number of activities
available to the visitor, you could easily
imagine that you are in a giant amusement
park. Golf has become a major factor in
the Cabo San Lucas equation, with five
championship courses. The Pacific Ocean
and the Sea of Cortez provide a large area
for water sports and great fishing, and
Cabo has the largest private marina on the
west coast of Mexico.

The ship didn’t anchor in the harbor
until 11 a.m., so we had time to sleep in
and have breakfast in an Aqua dining
room, one of the perks of being in a bal-
cony cabin. While the breakfast was good,
I think the breakfast fare in the Market
Café was just as good.

In Cabo, we had to tender in (take a
ship’s life boat to shore), so we needed to
get tickets for the boat. By the time we got
to the ticket desk, they had already signed
up more than 500. The ship started to
unload at 11 a.m., and we didn’t get called
until noon. We hired a glass-bottomed
boat/taxi to take all of us to the beach on
the outside of the Maria in front of the
Office restaurant. At the Office, we got a
table and ordered a bucket of beer, some
chips and guacamole, fish tacos and some
fruit and quesadillas for the kids. The water
in front of the Office is great for swimming,
and the kids played while we ate and drank.
After two hours we moved to the sand, and
the kids took a ride on a banana boat (a big
yellow tube pulled by a boat). Our taxi
picked us up a 4 p.m., and we spent a few
minutes shopping in the flea market by the
dock before reboarding the ship.

Everyone was on their own for dinner.
We tried to get into both main dining
rooms (Aqua and Versailles) but we didn’t
want to wait for a table, so we ended up at
the Endless Summer, one of the specialty
restaurants (an extra $15 per person). The
food was Tex Mex and was pretty good. 

After dinner, we picked up our three
grandkids and took them to the show, the
Magician Murray. He said he performs in
Las Vegas, but I don’t remember hearing
about him (I Googled him, and he has pre-
formed in Vegas at the MGM Hotel). He

put on a good show, and all the kids
enjoyed it. It was mixture of magic and
humor. Some of the humor was a little raw,
but our kids had no clue.

The next stop was the Stardust Room,
where a troop of Chinese acrobats was per-
forming. We didn’t know about this until
the cruise director mentioned it at the end
of the magic show. I’m glad we heard about
them because they were great, and the kids
really enjoyed themselves.

The communication on the ship could
be better. The daily information sheet con-
tained mostly ads for things to buy, and in
my view, there was little info on what was
happening on board. 

Coco asked to sleep in our cabin that
night, and I had called the front desk to
have them tell our steward to make up the
sofa bed. When we got to the room it had-
n’t been done. I called the front desk and
they sent a steward to make it up.

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Dec. 23 – Mazatlán
Mazatlán is on the Pacific coast of

Mexico, just across from the southernmost
tip of the Baja California.

The city was founded in 1531. By the
mid-1800s, a large group of immigrants
had arrived from Germany. These new citi-
zens developed Mazatlán into a thriving
commercial seaport, importing equipment
for the nearby gold and silver mines. It is
the home of Pacifico Brewery, my new
favorite beer.

Mazatlán has a population of approxi-
mately 350,000 and has Mexico’s largest
commercial port. It is also a popular tourist
destination, with its beaches lined with
resort hotels. 

By the time we awakened, the ship was
docked in Mazatlán. We all met in the
Market Café for breakfast and decided on
when and who was leaving the ship.

Our friend, Mike, and his two kids and
our granddaughter, Maddie, decided to
stay on board, so seven adults and two kids
left the ship. We were docked in a commer-
cial area, and we needed to take a free tram
to the cruise terminal. Our plan was to hire
a van to show us a few sights and then drop
us off in the shopping area.

The first people to approach us were
selling timeshares, and it took a while to
get by them. In the end we couldn’t get a
good price for a tour and took a taxi van
($3 per person) to the Golden Zone, the
tourist area by the beach. The zone is the
location of most of the tourist hotels, many
of the finer restaurants and most of the
local night life. 

We stopped in a few shops and then
started walking on the beach. After a while
we stopped at one of the hotels and had
some drinks. By this time the kids were
boarded, and we weren’t in much better
shape. We hired two mini-cabs, called pul-
monia, to take us back to the ship. These
handy, open-air cabs are unique to this area
and are seemingly everywhere. They will
take you wherever you want to go in the

city very reasonably. Our diver gave us a
tour on the way back to the ship, and I
think we would have been better off hang-
ing out by the old part of Mazatlán than in
the golden zone. 

The first cab got back to the terminal
before us, and when we got there we could-
n’t find them. Isabelle, who was with us,
didn’t have her room key/ID, which you
need to get back on the ship. We waited a
while, and when they didn’t show we took
the tram to the ship to see if they were
waiting by the gangway. They weren’t, but
we asked the security officer if they had
checked in. At first they said no, but then
they changed their mind and said yes. We
were able to get Isabelle on board without
her key, but it turns out the other group
was still waiting for us in the terminal. No
one was very happy about the confusion.

We headed for the pool area and had a
quick lunch and laid out for the rest of the
afternoon. The weather was clear skies and
temp in the mid-80s.

We had our cocktail party that night;
the kids were on their own for dinner.

All the adults had dinner in Cagney’s
Steakhouse ($20 per person),
which was very good. 

The entertainment tonight was
the Second City comedy troupe,

which put on a very good show. We
hit the 10 p.m. show, and it was

much less crowded. 

Dec. 24 – Puerto Vallarta
Located on the western Pacific coast

of Mexico in the state of Jalisco, Puerto
Vallarta has a charm that makes the resort
famous around the world. Along with its
cobblestone streets, beaches, plentiful
marine life, and the Sierra Madre
Mountains, Puerto Vallarta is a vacationer’s
paradise that has maintained its unique
Old Mexico charm.

Stretching from the south end of Old
Town to central downtown, a newly extend-
ed and refurbished boardwalk along the
ocean, called the malecon passes by any
number of shops, restaurants and hotels.
The residents of Puerto Vallarta are very
friendly and generally willing to help with
directions and other requests. Old Town
Vallarta (or the Zona Romantica district)
south of the River Cuale is more like a
Mexican town and less like a tourist trap.

Puerto Vallarta is only about 100 miles
from Mazatlán, and we dropped anchor at
7 a.m. We didn’t get a dock, Holland-
America and Carnival took up the available
space, so we had to take a short tender ride
to the shore. At this point we split up. JP
and Michelle took the kids and went look-
ing for the zip line adventure. Mike and
Katharine took their kids on a ride around
town – they rented a small gas powered
golf cart ($50 for the day) and toured the
city.

Evelyn and I and Effie and Pierre took a
taxi into town ($3 per person) and walked
around for about four hours. The main
parts of Puerto Vallarta are along the water,
and it was nice to shop and see the beach
at the same time. We crossed over the
bridge to the old part of town; we sat on
the beach and drank beer and ate gua-
camole and chips. On the way back we
purchased some native art, which was very
nice. We took a taxi back to the ship and
relaxed until dinner.

The ship had made a big deal about a
Mexican buffet on the pool deck and was it
a waste of time. It wasn’t worth the calo-
ries. After a while, Evelyn and I went down

to one of bars to hear a coffeehouse singer
who was great (Jana Seales). We were early
to bed because Santa Claus was coming
tomorrow.

Dec. 25 – At Sea
Our cabin phone rang a 7:30 a.m., and

we had to get up so the kids could open
what presents we had brought on board.
They each got one present from the grand-
parents and a present from their parents;
the grandparents gave each one a certifi-
cate good for a new bike. 

After breakfast, we stopped to see Santa
Claus, and the kids had their picture taken
with him. 

The rest of the day was spent just loung-
ing around the pool and reading. That
night we had a family Christmas dinner in
the Aqua dining room.

I was disappointed in the meal, I had
roast turkey and it was not very good. I did
think the appetizer and desert were good.
The others who had the short ribs liked

their meal. The kids had a kid’s menu, and
they seemed to like the food.

We got to the showroom late and had
really had bad seats. The show was a review
of all the entertainers and again was good.

We had Isabelle sleeping in our cabin. I
told the cabin steward in the morning to
make up her bed, and when we got to the
cabin everything was fine. She had ordered
a snack of brownies and potato chips, and
we also received two plates of cookies from
the hotel director. 

Dec. 26 – At Sea
This was our last day at sea, and the

weather has turned rough. The sky was
partly cloudy, and the seas had five-to-
seven-foot swells (it got rougher later in the
day). A large number of people got sea
sick. The boat operators closed the pool
because it was too rough, and we played
board games most of the day.

We needed to pack to get our bags out-
side our door by 1 a.m. I received VIP lug-
gage tags, which allowed us to be the first
people off the ship with luggage. I asked
for enough tags for our whole party.

We had our last cocktail party, and then

Evelyn and I and Effie and Pierre had din-
ner at La Trattoria, the Italian restaurant
($10 per person). It featured excellent food
and service.

We skipped the regular show and
watched the Second City group perform at
9 p.m. 

Dec. 27 – Back in LA
We got up around 6:30 a.m., and the

seas had clamed during the night. We had
our last breakfast.

The recent
earthquakes in the South Bay remind us all

that there might not be time after a disaster to
prepare. The time to get ready is now.

The good news is that the LAFD offers safe-
ty classes for groups. Look at the bottom for
contact information to get a class arranged for
your group.

Are you prepared for disasters like these?

1992
After the infamous Rodney King verdicts

were read, riots broke out in South Los Angeles.
Many in the area had to survive for several days
on the food they had on hand. Essentials includ-
ing diapers, baby formula, water and sanitation
supplies had to be rationed until calm was
restored.

1994
In the predawn hours of Jan. 17, a magni-

tude-6.4 earthquake lasting close to 20 seconds
rocked the San Fernando Valley. The
Northridge Earthquake caused the collapse of
several freeways, close to 9,000 injuries and 57
recorded deaths (some say as many as 72 deaths
can be directly attributed to the Northridge
Earthquake).

2001
The sobering images of passenger jets being

used as weapons and flying into the Twin Towers

of New York and the Pentagon in Washington
D.C. on Sept. 11 are images that I will never
forget. The subsequent collapse of the Twin
Towers put a horrible exclamation point on
the day.

2005
On Aug. 28, a category-five hurricane tram-

pled on everything in its path and left a trail of
destruction in Florida, Mississippi and finally
New Orleans that to date still has not seen any-
thing close to a full recovery. Katrina claimed
more than 1,800 lives, and the number of lives
adversely affected cannot be measured.

2008
The San Fernando Valley had a very tough

2008. In September, the residents of
Chatsworth witnessed one of the worst com-
muter train accidents in U.S. history. This acci-
dent saw a Metrolink commuter train run into a
Union Pacific freight train, killing more than 20,
including Club Counselor Howard Pompel.
Because of the location, many injured passen-
gers had to help themselves until first respon-
ders could get to them.

In November, the northwest area of the San
Fernando Valley had the Sylmar and Sayre fires,
which saw the destruction of hundreds of homes
and the displacement of thousands of residents,
many of who are still trying to put their lives
back together.

Organize a Class
You never know when the tentacles of disas-

ter will touch you or a family member until it
happens. The time to prepare is now.

The LAFD offers classes in several areas of
preparedness. The most basic is the DAC
(Disaster Awareness Course). The DAC can be
tailored to the needs of your group. In general,
a DAC can be from one hour up to three hours.
The DAC covers basic disaster preparedness, a
brief history of earthquakes in Southern
California, and tips to help prepare your
home/office before the earthquake.

The more detailed and complete training is
our CERT (Community Emergency Response
Team) class. The CERT class is a seven-module
class with 18 hours of education that covers
many topics from earthquake preparedness, fire
suppression, first aid, search and rescue, team
building and terrorism.

These classes are offered free and provide
students with tips, suggestions and materials
that can assist in the increased preparedness of
the students and their families.

The LAFD also offers an additional class on
the use and operation of fire extinguishers. This
class covers the proper use and identification of
the class A, B, C extinguishers as well as an
opportunity to have practical/hands on applica-
tion of the information and put out live fires.
This class has some specific requirements, and
people seeking this class should call the Disaster
Preparedness Section and ask for the Fire
Extinguisher Demonstration/Presentation form.

Static Display/Booth
The DAC Unit can also provide a static dis-

play or booth if you, your company, your com-
munity group, block club or your house of wor-
ship is sponsoring an event such as a street fair,
health and safety fair, picnic or gathering that
will offer people a chance to come and ask one
on one questions regarding disaster prepared-
ness. Our goal is to reach as many citizens as we
can, to afford Los Angeles the highest disaster
preparedness IQ as possible.

No Cost to You 
The classes offered are free. We request that

organizers have a minimum of 20 students, an
area/room to accommodate the group and a
slide/PowerPoint presentation, and come with
an attitude for learning. Please also note that
some classes, such as the first aid and search
and rescue portions of CERT, may require ade-
quate space to practice the techniques.

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Hello again!

This month we visit Sturtevant Falls, “the
crown jewel of Big Santa Anita Canyon,” near
Arcadia. This is a fairly easy (day) hike and only
about 3.7 miles round trip. On our adventure,
you will see a lovely creek, a 50-foot waterfall,
historic cabins, and campgrounds. What more
could you ask for?

History

Sturtevant Falls was named for canyon pio-
neer Wilbur M. Sturtevant, who carved out a trail
in the 1890s and built his Sturtevant Camp trail
resort two miles up the canyon from the falls.
(1)

During the Great Hiking Era (1895-1938),
lots of hikers trod the famous Sturtevant Trail to
enjoy the delights of Big Santa Anita Canyon.
Weary hikers found respite at a host of trail hotels
— Jose Clark's Halfway House, First Water
Camp, Roberts’ Camp, Fern Lodge, Muir Lodge,
Hoegee’s Camp, and of course, Sturtevant Camp.
Other items in the area included a stone lodge
and a dining area, and numerous cabins and
tents once stood here; there were enough build-
ings to accommodate 180 guests at a time. Some
of those old cabins are the ones you see here
today. People actually live in these cabins.

The Hike

Start from the entrance of the lower parking
lot at Chantry Flat. Walk past the locked gate and

look for a sign calling this route the Gabrielino
Trail. (2)

Gabrielino Trail meanders under the shade of
oaks and wanders along Big Santa Anita Creek.
The stream is tamed somewhat by a series of
small erosion dams, forming pretty artificial
waterfalls and glassy pools. (3)

Hike north down the paved road into Big
Santa Anita Canyon. After sixth-tenths of a mile,
veer to the right, cross a footbridge, and arrive at
Roberts Camp, the confluence of Winter Creek
and Big Santa Anita Canyons. Take a few min-
utes to read about the history of the location.
(4)

A trail sign at Roberts Camp points the way to
Sturtevant Falls (about one and a quarter miles).
Follow the broad path (5) east, which then
curves north up the main canyon. The path soon
narrows, and you’ll pass a number of rustic cab-
ins from the early 1900s. (6)

About three-quarters of a mile from Roberts
Camp, you reach Fern Lodge Junction. (7)

Turning left would take you to Sturtevant
Camp and beyond. But to reach the falls, contin-
ue straight ahead (the sign indicates a half-mile to
Sturtevant Falls). In about three minutes, the trail
veers right (east) and crosses the creek. The cabin
there has a sign that reads “Fiddler’s Crossing.”
(8)

The creek crossing is a little dicey with some
possibility of getting wet if you lose your footing.
In another three or four minutes, the trail veers left
(west) and crosses the creek again; this is also a
little dicey. In about 100 yards, you arrive at a
jumble of river rocks, marking the entry to the
sanctuary of this majestic waterfall. (9) (0)

Enjoy the view.
I almost forgot — there is a small store above

the parking area, open Fridays through Sundays
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. (1)

Bring plenty of water snacks and maybe
spend a little time at the waterfall having a picnic.

Let me tell you, I liked this hike so much that I
am taking my family out this weekend. If you also
take your family or friends, I would love to see
your pictures.

From the Foothill Freeway (I-210), in Arcadia,
take the Santa Anita Avenue exit and drive
north to Chantry Flat, 4.6 miles.

A National Forest Adventure Pass is required
for parking. The vehicle gate for Chantry Flat
Road is open from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.

Access note: Due to destructive weather,
Chantry Flat is subject to periodic and extend-
ed closures. It is best to check with the Forest
Service (626) 574-5200, or the Sierra Madre
Police Department, (626) 355-1414, before
hitting the trail.

Facing a budget shortfall of an estimated
$530 million, the City Council May 18

approved layoffs of up to 800 City employees
(in addition to 400 previously approved) and a
furlough program that would require most non-
sworn City employees to take up to 26 unpaid
days off.

The final numbers depend on negotiations with
City unions that are ongoing at Alive! press time.

SEIU Local 721 estimates that 500 City
employees demonstrated their disapproval of
the layoffs/furlough program by showing up
inside Council Chambers and outside City Hall
May 18.

At the same time, local and federal funds
were located to continue the LAPD’s workforce

expansion program, meaning the Police Dept. is
not expected to face a hiring freeze among its
sworn personnel.

The final budget must be passed by June 1.
Other cuts are expected, including cuts to

the operating hours of some library branches
and some Rec and Parks facilities, and street
and sidewalk maintenance might be curtailed.

Most City departments are expected to see
cutbacks in their operational budgets.

An earlier proposal to sell the City’s parking
meter and parking lot businesses to outside
investors was rejected, although $500,000 was
included to study the idea.

“You’re not just laying people off, you're
shattering lives,” Traffic Officer Gordon

McCullough, Transportation, told the
Council, according to the Los Angeles
Times.

“There are people who are one pay-
check away from landing on the streets,”
McCullough said, as quoted in the Times.
“It’s easy to say, ‘Let’s lay people off.’ It's
hard to work to make government more
efficient.”

Funding the LACERS and Fire and
Police Pensions is also an issue – the funds
have suffered losses during the economic
downturn. The City is obligated to keep
the pension systems solvent.

Father’s Day Special: 
marinated beef strips and creamed spinach.

June is here, and to me it’s all about paying tribute to my Dad on Father’s Day.
And it reminds me that I need to pay tribute to him on every other day, too!

One of his favorite dishes is a marinated beef strips (or, as he would prefer
to call them, carne asada), with a side of creamed spinach. The trick is to mari-
nate the beef strips overnight so that the marinade penetrates the beef thor-
oughly and activates the full flavor it intended. It’s very important to use fresh
ginger and not the powdered version. Although they’re the same product, the
flavors are completely different.

Creamed spinach is quite a tasty side dish and, to be frank, it’s very easy to
make. Of course, anything with heavy cream invariably tastes good.

Plate these together, and you have the makings of a meal that all the dad’s
stomachs will enjoy. Happy Father’s Day!

Place the beef strips in a gallon-sized
Ziplock bag.

Take the frozen spinach and place in a
large pot with salted water, and boil
over high heat. Cook for about two
minutes, then drain with a strainer.
Melt the butter in medium sauté pan
over medium-high heat. Add the shal-
lots and garlic, and cook and stir. Add
the spinach and cook, stirring just until
the liquid is released. Add the cream,
salt, pepper and nutmeg, and cook until
the cream is reduced by half, about four
minutes. Remove from the heat and
serve immediately.

• 1/4 cup diced green onions
• 1 shallot
• 2 pounds frozen spinach (fresh

spinach is fine, too)
• 2 tablespoons unsalted butter
• 3/4 teaspoon sea salt

• 1/2 teaspoon fresh ground black
pepper

• 1/4 teaspoon 
nutmeg

• 1/2 cup heavy
cream
